The “West Rand Lutheran Community Church” was founded as “Deutsche Evangelisch-Lutherische Gemeinde Westrand” on 17 March 1961 by the late Präses J. Wernecke. After the Congregation had for some years gathered in the small St. Ansgar’s Chapel for their Sunday Services, the foundation stone of the “Erlöser” (Redeemer) Church was laid on 15 May 1966 and on 19 February 1967 the Church and the Church Centre were inaugurated.

Today the congregation numbers about 352 members. Children’s and Youth groups and groups for adults and seniors enrich the life of the congregation. Worship services are held both in English and German.

In the congregation’s Nursery School, children between the ages of 18 month and 6 years are well prepared for school and also get a sound foundation for life as a whole. With Riverbank Primary School (established in 2008) we are now able to teach and guide our children up to the end of grade 7.
The foundation of our work is the faith in the Triune God: God is our Father and creator, Jesus Christ is our Lord and Saviour; the Holy Spirit is our counsellor. Jesus Christ is our head, the word of God our foundation and the sacraments strengthen and enliven us.

We believe that by allowing God the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit to serve us, we are empowered to serve fellow believers and non-believers.

Vision:

We’re dreaming of a constantly growing congregation in which all members will be committed to service following the example of Jesus Christ.

Pastors Report 2011
Dear Members and Friends!

In two weeks from now, on the 6th of March 2011 we will get together for our Annual General Meeting. It is very important that we all make an effort to attend the meeting! The Annual General Meeting is the place where all our members can make a difference in the work of the congregation. You can voice your opinion and encourage, support or even point out where we need to change or correct the way we minister to our community.

We currently have more than 42 full and part time employees working in the different ministries of the WRLCC. Your support in the work they do is very important.

Looking back on the year 2010, I want to thank everybody who is involved in the ministry. The change and impact that we could witness is only because so many of you dedicated time, energy and money towards the ministry. We are still finding ourselves in very tough times and we cannot take the support of our members and friends for granted! Without your continued support we would never have been able to accomplish what we have seen growing here.
Also, GOD has been EXTREMELY good to us in the past year. We have seen HIM take care of us in so many different ways. He made His promises come true. Without our FATHER we are nothing and everything that I am writing about here is only possible because of HIS commission and HIS love and care! SOLI DEO GLORIA!

I want to give you a report under three points this year:

2. Where we are going

3. How we will get there

1. Where we are

Any person coming to the WRLCC will immediately see that we have got a very strong focus on children and youth.

The children’s ministry has been in the hands of our Children’s Pastor Isabeau Weyer for the past 8 years. It is because of her untiring investment of love, dedication, ideas and faith, that our children’s ministry is where it is now. We currently impact the lives of about 350 children on a continuous basis.

The children’s ministry starts with our Joyland Nursery School where we take in children from the age of 18 months. The Nursery School is run by our Manageress Margaret Ferguson. Currently we have five classes for the different age groups (18 months to 6 years). Five teachers and five helpers educate our 95 pre-school children. Our Children’s Pastor gives the spiritual and educational guidance. 

In the afternoon about 40 children from various schools in our area come to the aftercare. They receive lunch and are assisted in their home work and can do a variety of afternoon activities during the week.

Every Friday during the school terms more than 200 children join Isabeau and her team of more than 80! Co-workers for Incredible Kids. This is really an incredible ministry through which we have seen many kids grow to stand on the shoulder of their parents. The highlight of every year is the Incredible Kids Winter Week. Last year again over 200 Kids attended and more than 100 co-workers of the WRLCC made this week possible. Thank you to all who contributed and helped to make this week possible.
Sundays its time for Incredible Kids (IK) Church. We believe in starting our services with the whole family. After the Kids Worship our children leave for IK Church. Thank you to all the co-workers who are involved in teaching our children on Sundays.

In 2008 Riverbank Primary School was founded. After two years, there are already 42 children. Mrs Christine Scrooby heads up the school. 5 teachers currently teach all 7 grades. Besides the class teachers our Pastors have also started teaching in the school this year.
The Youth Ministry which is headed up by our Youth Pastor Jürgen Lier has also grown tremendously in the last years and into 2011. A big THANK YOU for his dedication to our Teenagers! After a very blessed and successful Kailager Youth Camp more than 100 teenagers are now regularly attending the youth meetings (Holyculture) on Friday evenings. Our Youth Pastor is assisted by a wonderful team of more than 25 Young Adults. It is fantastic to see so many young people dedicating time, energy and resources for the ministry.

Last year we for the first time started a successful Young Adult Group (Wayforward). The Young Adults meet every Sunday Evening in the Lapa of the Neema Lalela House either for Bible Study, a discussion topic or a social programme.

I am grateful for the attendance of our Sunday Services which has picked up again. We celebrated many joyous services together this past year. Our German Members are very dedicated and attend the early morning services very regularly. We had an overall average attendance of more than 200 every Sunday. We are thankful for the dedicated musicians who lead us in worship every Sunday. Unfortunately we currently only have about 7 active cell group. This number could really grow.
Our German Seniors have continued to be active. They regularly meet for Holy Communion Services, their Seniors group, choir, ladies group and bible Studies. They are also exemplary in the way they support and assist each other!

Since the beginning of last year our foster care project which we are running together with Neema Lalela and St Peters Child Care has fallen into place. We now support two Foster mothers with 4 children each. Mother Lovey and Mother Marentina have adapted well and the children have all developed tremendously in the past year. Thank you to all who are supporting Neema Lalela (our NPO) and this project. I want to encourage everybody who is not yet a member of Neema Lalela to join. With only R20 per month all of us together can make a huge difference in the lives of these and many more children! Please contact us about membership.
Closing off this part of my report I want to thank the elders council for their support, encouragement and guidance in the past year. I also want to thank all our staff members for the dedication of their work. I also want to thank everybody who was involved in the ministry on a voluntary basis. I would actually like to thank each one individually, but the list would be too long! May God bless everyone who has been part of the ministry in the past year. May HE fill you with joy!
2. Where we are going

The commission of Jesus Christ for the church is to go out to all nations and make disciples. Disciples are people who not only believe that they are saved by the death of Jesus, but also live a life by which they continue to minister to this world in the way Jesus has shown us. The Mission of the WRLCC is: “Served by Jesus to serve each other”. We believe that in the fellowship of believers, the Holy Spirit will equip us to be able to serve the world in the n'ame of Jesus. There are many spiritual and physical needs in our community and world around us. I believe that we as the body of Christ are called to attend to these needs. This is what we will continue to strive to do through the ministries that GOD has given into our hands.
We are also called not only to talk about God’s love to one another but to live it. In the WRLCC God has brought us together from many nations, races and cultural backgrounds. I strongly believe that this is the way the New Testament Church is supposed to look like. But this church will only be able to survive, if we are willing to continue to celebrate our differences and seek understanding amongst each other. All of us need to humble ourselves in the example of Jesus (Philippians 4).

The church needs to be a living organism where every member seeks to support the others. Only in this way will we all be served and GOD will be glorified. It is my prayer that we will take this calling seriously. 

We want to stay true to our name and grow in our involvement and support of our Community. Families, Marriages, Children and Teenagers but also Single people and the Elderly all face big challenges in the modern world that we live in. I am convinced that as a community church we can assist in many of these challenges.

I want to ask all our members and friends to continue to support us in our outreach to the community through Joyland, Riverbank, IK, Holy Culture, Wayforward, Neema Lalela, the Cell groups and the Seniors Ministry. Our biggest challenge this year will be to find a permanent building for Riverbank Primary School. Please pray with us for that.

On the 13th of March we will start with a 40 Day Period which I believe will help us all to find and realign ourselves with GOD’s Purpose for our lives. For the next 6 weeks from the 13th of March the Sunday Messages will set the ground for a weekly topic which we want to encourage you to pursue through personally daily devotional reading and also in a weekly discussion group. Please dedicate these weeks before Easter to GOD, so that you will be able to get the most out of this time. We also want to encourage you to bring along family and friends who are not yet involved in a church or who are struggling in their faith.
I strongly believe that churches are there to be filled. Not that we are there to punch numbers. But I cannot believe that GOD would give us buildings and resources to stand half full or empty. God called us to go out and bring the Good News to those who are hopeless, stranded and lost. We want to strive to fill all the rooms of the house that GOD has given us. We want to be good stewards of the resources which GOD has provided us with.
3. How we will get there

a. To accomplish God’s Purposes for our lives we need to first of all understand what our God-given purpose is. This is what we will learn about in the next few weeks. We then also need to believe that GOD will help us to accomplish these purposes. We just need to trust HIM and have faith.
If we commit to what GOD wants to do through us, HE will lead and guide us and make us successful in HIS plans.

I want to encourage everybody to get involved and start serving in the church in some or other way. There are already numerous ministries and needs that you can get involved in. Our teenagers and young adults are a great example!

If GOD has placed something on your heart that we are not yet involved in, please come and speak to the leadership of the church about it.

Be good ambassadors for the body of Christ – HIS church!

b. Jesus says, if we stay in HIM and HIS word stays in us, we can ask HIM for anything and it will be given to us. (John 15:7) Let us continue to pray together for the needs of the ministry. HE can and will fulfil all our needs, if we stay CONNECTED to HIM.

c. We have all been given resources which God has called us to be good stewards of. Part of good stewardship is to give your part to the church, for it to fulfil its purposes. A good biblical guideline is giving 10% of your income. If we can all get to this point, we as a church will be able to fulfil our purpose.
We ended off this past year with a debt of R112 000. This was mainly made up of salary costs including bishops and pastors salary which we had to pay to the head office of the Lutheran Church.

Our challenge this year is, to cover the needs of the whole budget. We can accomplish this if we all bring our part to the house of GOD. Please think about this matter seriously! The total need per month that we as congregation have to cover is R130 000.
Remember, that giving to GOD as HE has instructed us, is the first step of trusting HIM. 
Thank you to all of you for your faith, trust and commitment. May GOD bless the work of our hands in 2011 to the glory and honour of HIS name!

Youth Ministry (Jürgen Lier)

The youth pastor thanked all that supported the youth programmes throughout 2010.  He also thanked the youth and the youth leaders who worked very hard during the year.  The theme for the year was Holyculture.  The youth leaders met every Wednesday in preparation for the Friday meeting with the youth.  They met on Fridays with the youth from 7pm till 11pm, and the young adults transported them back to their homes after the meeting.  

Some of the highlights of events that took place during the year were presented in a power point form:

· The “cook off” - this was to get the youth to cook different dishes which later were judged by the youth leaders.  It proved to be lots of fun for the teenagers. 

· Fashion show - was a fundraising event in preparation for the youth camp, which is held later on in the year.

· Outreach programme – this is aimed at the community and we focused on the book of Matthew where Jesus taught about what we as Christians have to do for Jesus.  Based on this teaching the youth went out into the community to give blankets, food, and clothing to the homeless and prisoners. They also cleaned the Neema Lalela house, which the teenagers really enjoyed.  
· The next event was, “Joy to the world”, a concert by a brass band from Germany that was an outreach fundraiser for the Kailager camp.

· The youth pastor thanked the congregation giving him the opportunity to go to Germany.  He was there for three weeks and met with Youth Pastor Markus Eichler.  He came back with new ideas of how to lead our youth.

· The Kailager camp was the next event at the end of the year and the theme for this camp was “Tune in are you listening”.  He then closed off by thanking everyone for the support the youth ministry received and asked for continued support for this ministry.

· Proposed building alterations to the structure of the church are as follows:

· There is a need for us to have a pantry for Joyland Nursery School. A suggestion is for  the Youth Pastor’s office to be turned into a pantry

· Separate entry into the church from the mothers room to alleviate the traffic into the kitchen

· A new office for the Youth Pastor is to be erected above the stairs to the gallery
· Refurbish the Church door and erect a roof to cover the door

· We also propose for an extension of the mothers’ room
· Funds permitting we would like to re-carpet the church, refurbish the bathrooms, erect a tuck-shop and put a roof over the parking bays.
· The cost of all these alterations stands at R178,400.00
· We propose to get funding of these alterations through the Christian Development Trust (CDT)
· The proposal of reloading our loans at CDT for alterations was put to the floor and the majority voted for, 2 were against and 6 abstained.
